The Aria is designed as Jadis’ “entry-level” integrated amplifier, but that term is misleading: it’s a fully-handcrafted, premium tube 

amplifier with real audiophile performance rather than a budget compromise. It replaces the older Orchestra model in the Jadis 

range while maintaining high craftsmanship and musical quality. 

 

2. Handcrafted Construction & Point-to-Point Wiring 

 

Like all Jadis amplifiers, the Aria is hand-wired with point-to-point construction, a traditional technique prized in high-end audio 

for minimizing signal path complexity and maximizing sonic purity. This craftsmanship is part of what gives Jadis amps their 

distinctive musicality and long-term reliability. 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

3. Jadis’ Transformers Custom Made In-House 

 

Transformers are not just components – they are the voice of the amplifier. Unlike most manufacturers, Jadis designs and hand-

winds its transformers in-house—an artisanal process that has become central to the brand’s identity. These transformers are 

meticulously engineered to deliver exceptional bandwidth, current stability, and tonal density, ensuring the amplifier maintains 

control and musical coherence across a wide range of loudspeakers. 

 

4. A Pure Tube Signal Path for Greater Musical Truth 

 

The Jadis Aria represents a significant evolution over the Orchestra Reference by replacing its hybrid transistor/tube input stage 

with a fully tube-based design, delivering a purer and more musically coherent signal path from input to output. By utilizing 

premium ECC83 and ECC82 tubes in the critical first gain stage, the Aria achieves greater harmonic richness, improved low-level 

detail, and more natural dynamic expression, resulting in a sound that is more fluid, dimensional, and tonally authentic. This fully 

tube topology eliminates the discontinuity inherent in hybrid designs, allowing the Aria to present music with a seamless, lifelike 

character that more closely reflects the performance—bringing it firmly in line with the true high-end Jadis design philosophy. 

 

5. Rich, Artisanal Sound with Dynamic Headroom 

 

While the Aria uses a Class B output stage (unlike some pure Class A designs in the Jadis lineup), it still delivers rich musicality, 

dynamic headroom, and a sense of ease and presence that many audiophiles describe as “holographic” or “musical.” It’s voiced to 

be engaging rather than analytical. 

 

6. Modern Usability Enhancements 

 

The Aria includes features that make it more user-friendly: 

• Remote control included. 

• New form factor is more attractive and allows for easier placement on standard audio racks. 

• Significantly improved bias adjustment makes biasing straightforward, faster and easier.
